MINUTES

1. Welcome and Introduction


The 18th Meeting of the EUSAIR TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks is held on-line on 5 December 2023 while relying upon EUSAIR Stakeholders Platform. 

The Coordinators from Italy, North Macedonia and Serbia open the Meeting and welcome the Standing Members and other Participants. Standing Members and Participants introduce themselves.

It is noted that Standing Members or Representatives from Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Greece, Italy, North Macedonia, San Marino, Serbia, Slovenia are attending. The quorum for making decisions is respected according to point 6.4 of the Rules of Procedure.

The List of Participants is attached as an Annex.

2. Approval of the Revised Agenda

The Draft Agenda is approved.
3. Adoption of the Minutes and Operational Conclusions of the 17th TSG2 Energy Networks Sub-Group Meeting of 21 April 2023
The Minutes and Operational Conclusions of the 17th TSG2 Energy Networks Meeting of 21 April 2023 have been circulated and approved by the Sub-Group Members according to the written procedure. Comments has been received and included.

The Sub-Group Members are now asked for the formal adoption of the Minutes and Operational Conclusions according to the Rules of Procedure. The Sub-Group Members note that the actions as foreseen by the Operational Conclusions have been accomplished. The Minutes and Operational Conclusions of the 17th Meeting are adopted to be uploaded on EUSAIR Intranet.
4. Communications

a) Update on 19th EUSAIR Governing Board Meeting of 27 April 2023; 20th Extraordinary EUSAIR Governing Board Meeting of 13 June 2023; 21st EUSAIR Governing Board Meeting of 11-12 October 2023.

A review of the Governing Board Meetings is given by the Sub-Group Coordinators.

The 19th Governing Board Meeting of 27 April 2023 was held in Brussels under the Presidency of Bosnia and Herzegovina as the continuation of the 19th Governing Board Meeting convened on 15-16 March 2023 in Brussels. Two Agenda Items are deserving attention. First, the EUSAIR Governance support 2021-2027 by three EUSAIR Governance Point Projects. Second, the consolidated overview of Countries positions on the on-going revision process of the EUSAIR Action Plan.

The 20th Extraordinary Governing Board Meeting was held in Zagreb on 19 June 2023 under the Presidency of Croatia. The key Agenda Item was the EUSAIR Governance support 2021-2027 by the three EUSAIR Governance Point Projects. The Lead Partners presented the contents of the three Governance Point Projects and received comments. The purpose was to focus on the contents and to have a clear vision and mandate by the Governing Board on the structure of the Governance Point Projects, what they should deliver and the Joint Coordination Mechanism. The Meeting was followed on 20-21 June 2023 by the Croatian EUSAIR Presidency Kick-off Conference.

The 21st EUSAIR Governing Board Meeting was held on 11-12 October 2023 in Dubrovnik under the Presidency of Croatia. It was preceded during the morning of 11 October 2023 by a Technical Meeting of EUSAIR Pillar Coordinators. 

During the Governing Board Meeting the Presidency of Croatia presented the expected activities of the Programme by the Presidency of the EUSAIR. The new versions of 2 November 2023 of the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan and Communication from the European Commission to the European Institutions were received and appreciation was expressed by the Governing Board.

A calendar was defined and agreed upon in the Governing Board regarding the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan and Communication. 

The Governing Board Members agreed that output and result indicators should be defined to monitor the expected results of actions included into the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan. Indicators should go beyond counting of immediate TSGs activities. Pillar Coordinators were then asked for preparing proposals for the indicators and for a more detailed description of horizontal and cross-cutting themes to be discussed in the Revision Working extended to Pillar Coordinators, TSG Members and the European Commission.

Due to the time needed for the engagement of (new) Pillar thematic experts supporting the Pillar Coordinators in the preparation of the Pillar Annual Progress Reports the Governing Board decided that the submission of these Annual Progress Reports is posponed until June 2024.

b) Outcomes of Energy Connectivity Event: Workshop on Connecting the EUSAIR and Adriatic-Ionian Region into the Transeuropean Energy Networks, Sarajevo, 10 May 2023

On oral report is given by the Sub-Group Coordinators. Conclusions of the Workshop have been circulated to the Members of the Sub-Group and are now uploaded on EUSAIR Intranet.
c) Update on the 8th EUSAIR Annual Forum, Sarajevo, 23-25 May 2023

During the EUSAIR Annual Forum a Session has been organised on 24 May on behalf of the Sub-Group on Energy Networks with the title “Designing an Energy Green Deal for the Adriatic-Ionian Region to Confront the Challenges of Climate Change and Energy Security”. The theme is relevant for the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan. In the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan there is within Pillar 2 a new Topic named Green Energy.

The participation to the Session was quite good, and discussion aligned. These points are stated in the Conclusions of the Session which were circulated to the Members of the Sub-Group and are now uploaded on EUSAIR Intranet.

d) Outcomes of the EUSAIR Open Conference Connecting the Adriatic and Ionian Region: Transport and Energy (Achievements, Proposals and Prospects from the EUSAIR Action Plan 2014-2023), Rome, Italy, 6 July 2023

The Open Conference was organised by Pillar 2 – Connecting the Region with the two Sub-Groups on Transport and Energy Networks.

The focus on the Open Conference was on the activities and results from the work done over the first programme 2014-2023 of the EUSAIR. During the Open Conference, six volumes were presented, namely: the Executive Summary of the EUSAIR Master Plan of Energy Networks for the Adriatic and Ionian Region (since the complete text is more than 500 pages); the twin EUSAIR Masterplan of Transport for the Adriatic and Ionian Region; the Road Map for an Electricity Market and Natural Gas Trading Hub of the Adriatic and Ionian Region; two books of EUSAIR-labelled projects as developed and described, for energy networks and transport respectively. Finally, the ideas and proposals for the revision of the EUSAIR Action Plan were collected in a special document and presented.

These volumes are a testimonial of the work done by TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks and TSG2 Sub-Group on Transport. The Standing Members who were not able to attend the Open Conference are asked should they like to receive the documents presented during the Open Conference, to send an e-mail to michele.giovenali@regione.marche.it by specifying their request and postal address.
There was a significant attendance at the Open Conference. More than 150 participants were present both with physical attendance and on-line connection.

The Pillar Coordinators believe that the Open Conference was unique and achievements were well demonstrated and displayed. The Pillar Coordinators asked other Pillars to launch similar initiatives, but no interest was shown.

Gratitude to the Marche Region should be expressed, due to their essential role in the organisation of the Open Conference and gratitude to EUSAIR National Coordinators for their attendance, presence and active participation. Special gratitude and appreciation should also go to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation of Italy for the effective hosting the Conference and the reception.

The Road Map has as its time horizon the year 2030, while the Master Plan has two time horizons, the years 2030 and 2050 respectively. According to the Coordinators vision provided over the Adriatic and Ionian Region appears unique and never been performed in the past to their knowledge. 

The Standing Member of Greece is showing appreciation for the work done under the Master Plan and Road Map, and praising the Colleagues from the Marche Region for their dedication to the event and the distribution of the documents. 

The Standing Member of Croatia is joining the Standing Member of Greece in the appreciation. On this occasion he recalls the energy-related EUSAIR Energy Round Table on Hydrogen, Geothermal Energy and New Technologies which has been held in Zagreb, Croatia on 18 October 2023 under the Croatian EUSAIR Presidency. Another energy-related event of interest for the Adriatic and Ionian Region was the Conference on Energy Challenges towards Transition and Sustainability held in Tirana, Albania on 10 March 2023.
Both events were well participated and their outcomes appear relevant for the Region.

The Sub-Group Coordinators were informed and invited to attend both events though they were unable to participate. e) EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner: Activity Plan

Olga Abram on behalf of the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner (and Lead Partner of the new EUSAIR Strategic Project1) is presenting to the Standing Members the document entitled “EUSAIR governance support projects” describing the new Governance to support the EUSAIR.

The EUSAIR Facility Point Strategic Project for the years 2014-2020 (now 2023) has been conceived as an instrument to promote and facilitate the implementation of the EUSAIR. Since the year 2023 the EUSAIR governance support structure is now renamed into EUSAIR Governance Point (EGP) consisting of three EUSAIR Governance Point Projects providing technical and content-related assistance to the implementation of the EUSAIR Action Plan, including support to the Governing Board, National Coordinators, Thematic Steering Groups, and Pillar Coordinators. Aim is at facilitating macro-regional (and cross-Pillar) actions, embedding and capacity building for EUSAIR stakeholders and key implementers. 

Each Project has a Lead Partner and functions. The functions of the EUSAIR Governance Point (Strategic) Projects identified by the EUSAIR Governing Board can be summarized as follows.
· Project 1 - EUSAIR Facility Point. Functions: Adminitrative and technical support to the EUSAIR governance meetings of all levels; Communication and coordination; Support to decision-making and capacity development of the implementers at their levels; Monitoring and evaluation of the EUSAIR. Lead Partner: Slovenia, Ministry of Cohesion and Develompent.  
· Project 2 – EUSAIR Stakeholders Point. Functions: Stakeholder involvement and engagement; Support to financial dialogue and the establishment and coordination of networks of Managing Authorities.  Lead Partner: Marche Region of Italy in cooperation with Albania and Bosnia and Herzegovina.

· Project 3: EUSAIR Strategic Implementation. Functions: support to development and implementation of strategic formats. Lead Partner: Croatia, Ministry of Regional Development and EU in cooperation with the Ministry of European Integration of Serbia.

To maintain cohesion and develop a synergistic support to the EUSAIR Governance a Joint Coordination Mechanism is envisioned in the form of a Joint Steering Committee comprising the Lead Partners of the three EUSAIR Governance Point (Strategic) Projects. Regular exchanges are planned quarterly within the Joint Coordination Mechanism, annual planning will be ensured with an annual work plan agreed and delivered by the Lead Partners.

In principle, the new EUSAIR Governance Point Projects started on 1 September 2023, and will last till the end of 2027, with the possibility of being extended to the year 2029. The total budget for Project 1 is almost EUR 8 million, while the budgets for Project 2 and Project 3 are EUR 2 million each. The participating countries would provide additional funds to this budget. 
The three Governance Point Projects were successfully submitted to the IPA Adrion Programme. What seems important to share with the Sub-Group Standing Members is that the Projects Lead Partners can receive advance payments. At this moment the EUSAIR is in a transition period, and the former EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner tries to provide support.

Donatella Romozzi of the Marche Region of Italy as the former EUSAIR Facility Point Project Partner of Italy and now Lead Partner of the new Governance Point Project 2 is confirming that the EUSAIR Stakeholders Platform is a tool available to everyone, designed to involve, not just for organising meetings. The Marche Region prepared a survey concerning the usage of the EUSAIR Stakeholders Platform. 

The Marche Region is asking the Standing Members to reply to the survey by 12 December 2023, at the following link: https://tools.espcommunity.eu/esp-survey/ 

Improvement and management of the EUSAIR Stakeholder Platform will be a task for the Marche Region. The EUSAIR Stakeholders Platform during the next period will become the data basis for the knowledge created by the EUSAIR.
With regard to the new Governance Point Project 3 Lovre Karamarko as the Lead Partner of the Strategic Project 3 for Croatia notes that aim of the Project is the facilitation and enhancement of cooperation and governance of the Adriatic and Ionian Region and EUSAIR implementation. 
Governance Point Project 3 will have three Working Packages, namely: WP1 development of strategic implementation formats, WP2 support to implementation of strategic formats, and WP3 capitalisation and performance assessment.

What is important for the TSG2 is that there will be a tailor-made approach for each TSG.

The Coordinators and Standing Members thank for the information provided during the presentation of the three Governance Point Projects, and express their gratitude for the work done by the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner and EUSAIR Facility Point Project Partner of Italy on the first programme of the EUSAIR which is now coming to its end.
f) Update on the ADRION Programme

No Report is given due to the absence of representatives of the ADRION Managing Authority.
g) Update by the EC on relevant EU policies and programmes

Gilles Kittel from the DG Regio of the European Commission informs the Standing Members of the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks that the European Commission is very much focused on the revision of the Communication from the European Commission to the European Institutions as well as working intensively on the Growth Plan for the Western Balkans. In the case of energy issues the European Commission are seeing the need to improve the coordination between DG Regio, DG Near and DG Energy. It is assumed that efforts to coordinate the EUSAIR with the Energy Community should be continued.

Concerning the indicators they should be designed to capture the essence of the work performed by the TSGs and to measure the real and meaningful impact resulting from the actions included into the EUSAIR Action Plan. Output indicators should measure the direct output of activities implemented by the TSGs (way towards achieving results) while Result indicators should measure the effects/benefits of the implemented activities/outputs as a result of joint efforts of the EUSAIR and stakeholders with reference to the direct addressees, stakeholders targeted and users.
5. Proposals by the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy for the Programme of Work for the Year 2024

a) Concerns by the TSG2 Coordinators regarding the transition from the first to the second EUSAIR programme

An Open letter dated 8 November 2023 has been submitted by the six Coordinators of Pillar 2 – Connecting the Region to the Croatian Presidency of EUSAIR and to the National Coordinators. The letter is now given to the Members of the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks for information. Concerns are expressed with regard the complex and lengthy transition from the first to the second EUSAIR programme. Coordinators of other EUSAIR Pillars may wish to share the same  concerns.
In the Open letter TSG2 Coordinators note four drawbacks as in the following.
· First, Coordinators do not know when the new EUSAIR Action Plan will become effective.

· Second, there is the clear need for relying upon technical assistance. Coordinators do not know when this technical assistance will be available and delivered. In particular, meetings and workshops cannot be            organised without the help of technical assistance.

· Third, how to act with regard to activities performed in the past. In particular, the EUSAIR-labelled projects are maintaining their prerogatives?

· Fourth, regarding strategic studies an effective commitment is advisable and necessary. In particular, how to grant continuity to the EUSAIR Master Plan on Energy Networks, to the EUSAIR Master Plan on Transport, to the Road-Map towards an Electricity Market and Natural Gas Trading Hub for the Adriatic and Ionian Region?

All these concerns did not receive any reply so far. Sub-Group Members share the views expressed by the Coordinators. 

b)
Preliminary draft proposals

The document “Proposals by the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy for the Programme of Work for the Year 2024” is presented by the Coordinators.
Uncertainties are characterising the time period ahead. Activities regarding the year 2024 and the future depend upon the evolution of the context and upon the availability of some technical assistance. As a consequence, Coordinators are deciding not to ask the Sub-Group Members for the consideration of any Programme of Work for the next year.

In any case, given the contents of the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan the Coordinators suggest that the name of the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks should be henceforth changed into TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy. The Sub-Group Members agree and approve. The progressive numbering of the Sub-Group Meetings will be maintained.
6. EUSAIR Pillar 2: Connecting the Region – Annual Progress Report for the Year 2023

.
The document entitled “Contribution by the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks to the EUSAIR Pillar 2: Connecting the Region Draft Annual Progress Report for the Year 2023” is being circulated by the Coordinators under the heading “EUSAIR Pillar 2: Connecting the Region”.

Clearly, the document is in need of updating and integration after the 18th TSG2 Sub-Group Meeting. Sub-Group Members note that according to the conclusions of the 21st EUSAIR Governing Board Meeting of 11-12 October 2023 the Annual Progress Report is now due by June 2024.

7. Revised EUSAIR Action Plan and Communication from the European Commission to European Institutions
The Coordinators introduce and present the two documents “Revised EUSAIR Action Plan” (version of 2 November 2023) and “Draft Communication from the European Commission to European Institutions” (version of 2 November 2023). Standing Members express their appreciation for the work which has been done to revise and update the EUSAIR Action Plan with the assistance and contribution provided by the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner. The content, scope and aims of the new Pillar 2 – Connecting the Region notably, Topic 4. Energy Networks and Topic 5. Green Energy appear to well reflect proposals and discussion held within the Sub-Group on Energy Networks during its life and the last year. The new challenges of EU enlargement, digital transition and concerns regarding global climate change appear will addressed and included in the revised text with a view at the European Union directives and goals.
Eva Kos on behalf of the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner and Lead Partner of the new EUSAIR Governance Point Project 1 recalls that the EUSAIR currently is in a transition phase from the first to the second activity programme. The contribution of the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner was essential for the revision process of EUSAIR Action Plan and Communication, since they prepared the methodology and provided support.
Pillar 2 Coordinators with their letter of 8 November 2023 raised questions to the EUSAIR Presidency and Governing Board on how to organise the future work. Unfortunately, no clear replies can be provided so far, and most probably it will take some time to prepare an answer. Replies might be given probably during the next few months. On the other hand, the TSG2 and its Sub-Groups cannot stop their work and need to prepare for the next programming period. 
The EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner and Lead Partner of the new Governance Point Project 1 are willing to work according to the proposals implemented in the Revised Action Plan. There are important elements for Pillar 2 and its Sub-Groups. The Sub-Group on Energy Networks has in its scope of work the new Topic Green Energy. It is not clear how the new Sub-Group on Energy should prepare its Programme of Work for the next year and what should be done regarding the list of EUSAIR-labelled projects on energy networks. 

The new TEN-E regulation is important for defining the list of priority projects  with regard to the European Union. This list would not include projects on natural gas with the exception of projects involving Cyprus and Malta. The Energy Community is in the process of adopting the adapted TEN-E regulation at its Meeting scheduled on 14 December 2024. 
As for the role of natural gas, the Representatives from DG Regio do not expect much more from the revised TEN-E regulation and suggest to include natural gas as a transient energy source during the energy transition. The former TEN-E regulation was also very strict on this subject. 

These seem the most important issues which may impact the work of the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy in the following period and which may also impact future actions which need to be done. 

b) Discussion of cross-cutting issues and indicators
Eva Kos on behalf of the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner and Lead Partner of the new EUSAIR Governance Point Project 1 is introducing the subject and discussion. 
The Sub-Group Members received information regarding output and result indicators, horizontal and cross-cutting themes, and there was an extended Revision Working Group Meeting on 4 December 2023 to clarify pending ambiguities. There are differences on how the methodology as prepared by the EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner was adopted by the EUSAIR Pillars. Therefore, there is a need for harmonising the process of developing indicators, horizontal and cross-cutting topics. The EUSAIR Facility Point Lead Partner will update the methodology and will share it with the extended Revision Working Group. 
The updated methodology will be provided during the next few days, and there will be interaction with Pillar Coordinators. Updated chapters for the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan should be sent before mid-January by Pillar Coordinators to the EUSAIR Presidency, the European Commission and Facility Point Lead Partner. The Pillar Coordinators should formulate updated proposals for indicators, horizontal and cross-cutting issues. The updated and revised EUSAIR Action Plan would be then approved during the 22nd Governing Board Meeting to be held on 21-22 February in Zagreb.

Regarding the pending issue of the lack of technical assistance to the TSGs Eva Kos is saying that the problem has been discussed with the EUSAIR Presidency. It is not know when the new contracts will be approved. The Project Lead Partners will need some time to engage the external experts. It is difficult to estimate the timing, but most probably it will be Spring 2024, though it cannot be confirmed which month.

Gilles Kittel invites Pillar Coordinators to forward again their letter to the EUSAIR Presidency. 
Eleftherios Antonopoulos as the Standing Member of Greece is saying that  the complexity of the exercise of developing the indicators is well understood. The indicators need to be simple and measurable, to the extent that the Revised EUSAIR Action Plan needs to be linked to the scope of the EUSAIR, while leading to meaningful and tangible results. The obligations for the EU Member Countries, under the new TEN-E regulation, are well understood according to the Standing Member while derogations for Cyprus and Malta also include the EastMed Pipeline. There is some eligibility under REPowerEU for natural gas projects, which needs to be taken into account, as well as the exclusions set out by Art. 7 of EU Regulation 2021/1058 and the provisions of Annex II of TEN-E Regulation 2022/869. Regarding the Topic of Green Energy there was a Conference on 24 October by the Energy Community, where proposals have been put forward. The Standing Member of Greece is stating that, although Greece does not have nuclear power in its generation mix, he takes note of the proposal to include nuclear power in the Revised Action Plan. 

The Pillar Coordinators are receiving these comments. They note that some of the activities  in the Action Plan are indicative. Regarding nuclear energy, there are EUSAIR participating Countries which might be interested in nuclear power towards their future. There is no commitment in the Revised Action Plan to nuclear power, however. This is an option which can be discussed if should there be the need or the opportunity.
8. Closure of the Meeting

a) Any other subject of interest
Pillar Coordinators, intend to circulate the Draft Minutes and Operational Conclusions of the Meeting on time, to receive reactions and proposals for amendments from the Standing Members.

b) Date of next Meeting

In consideration of the present circumstances as discussed under the previous Agenda Items and due to lack of answers to the letter of concerns by the Coordinators, as well as to the level of uncertainty faced at this very moment, the date for the next TSG2 Sub-Group Meeting cannot be decided though it might be towards the end of April 2024.
OPERATIONAL CONCLUSIONS
In consideration of discussion developed and decisions made during the Meeting the main Operation Conclusions and steps to be taken are as in the following.
1. 
Minutes and Operational Conclusions of the 17th Meeting of the Thematic Steering Group of EUSAIR Pillar 2 (TSG2) – Connecting the Region. Sub-Group on Energy Networks, 21 April 2023 are adopted.
2.
Standing Members note and share the letter of 8 November 2023 by the Coordinators of EUSAIR Pillar 2 – Connecting the Region presenting concerns with regard to the transition from the first to the second EUSAIR programme.
3.
Under the present circumstances the Sub-Group Coordinators would not prepare a Draft Programme of Work of the Sub-Group on Energy for the Year 2024.
4.
The relevant part of the EUSAIR Pillar 2 – Connecting the Region Annual Progress Report for the Year 2023 will be prepared by Sub-Group Coordinators and submitted for approval according to the written procedure before June 2024.
5.
Sub-Group Members agree upon and approve the change of name of the TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy Networks into TSG2 Sub-Group on Energy while maintaining the progressive numbering of the Sub-Group Meetings.

6.
Sub-Group Members agree upon the proposal that indicators should be defined to monitor the achievements of the EUSAIR Revised Action Plan and the expected outcomes of actions as defined under the energy-related Topics.
7.
Sub-Group Members agree that Sub-Group Coordinators will be sending out proposals for the output and result indicators to the Revision Working Group.
8.
Regarding the definitions of horizontal and cross-cutting topics, Sub-Group Members agree to contribute to the preparation by the Sub-Group Coordinators of a new proposal to be discussed in the Revision Working Group.

9.
