Moreover, youth voices are often
underrepresented in EU policy
discussions, leaving them feeling
unheard and disconnected from the
processes that shape their futures.

In cooperation with young people
residing across Europe, and EU
accession countries, the event will
explore  Youth Integration and
belonging.
